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Drawing on a critical and partly autobiographical paper based on the 
speaker’s experience running Twitter for Extinction Rebellion UK, this webinar 
examines the role of digital platforms in contemporary climate activism, in a 
context shaped by EU green policies such as the European Green Deal and 
evolving EU digital governance frameworks.  
The session explores how non-violent protest actions were amplified through 
social media – initially attracting strong media attention to the climate crisis, 
before losing impact as Twitter declined under Elon Musk – and develops a 
theoretical critique of digital platforms using concepts such as enshittification 
and junkspace, questioning whether social media can still support progressive 
movements.
